and I bag them up, with your weekend 
work schedule, in time to hand out at 
the Nov meeting. Sometimes that plan 
works, sometime I don’t get the shirts 
in time. Either way I hang out some-
where on the event grounds all day 
Thursday so people can pick up shirts 
and get their registration out of the way 
before the work shifts start on Friday.    
Then the real deal starts…. 
You guys have really made this event 
what it is. I know I say that year after 
year but you really need to know that 
our group is greatly appreciated, and 
more than that, we are truly respected 
by the Good-Guy organization and the 
event participants. Our show is one of 
the smoothest events year after year, 
that is due to one major reason….The 
job you all do at the event. It’s difficult 
to remain friendly and energetic hour 
after hour (and now you do it for 3 
days not 2), deal with the obnoxious 
few, and the prima-dona attitudes of 
some, but you do it!
